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Annuities

As well as grants to individuals to meet particular needs when they
arise, the Trust administers an annuities scheme that provides a
modest level of regular financial support to older people on very
low incomes. The number of these annuities currently sits at 1305
— 1300 of which are generously funded by Greenwich Hospital and
the other 5 from the Mrs Ina Briggs Annuity Fund.

The monetary value of each annuity is £12.00 per week. Although
limited in amount, annuities do make a significant difference to the
quality of life of the recipients. The Trust will be seeking ways in
which the weekly sum can be increased in the year ahead without
any adverse affect on the grants made to individuals.

The Grants Process

The administration of the grants and annuities is centralised in
Portsmouth. Individual cases are usually submitted through various
case-working organisations that include SSAFA Forces Help,

The Royal British Legion, the Naval Personal and Family Service and
Royal Marines Welfare and the Trust's own case-workers. The
caseworkers input is fundamental to the grants making process and
the Trust could not function without the expertise and commitment
of the network of case-working cells. On receipt of requests for
assistance, the RNBT grants administrators carefully vet the
applications, liaising with other charities if appropriate, before
referring them to the Grants Committee for a decision.

A fundamental principle of the RNBT has always been that the
decision in virtually every case must be made by three RNBT
committee members, who are themselves serving or ex-serving
RN ratings or RM other ranks. Meetings are held twice a week to
achieve a very swift speed of response. The dedication of the
longstanding members of the Grants Committee is quite remarkable
as they quietly go about their work with just the right blend of
compassion and pragmatism.
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The Future

The core business of the RNBT has always been grants and
annuities and we expect this will continue for the foreseeable future.
The current financial climate indicates there will be an increase in
the number of applications for assistance over the next 12 months,
particularly in assistance with the cost of living and debt relief. The
need for annuities seems set to remain for the foreseeable future,
as does the need to increase their value.

THE ROYAL NAVAL BENEVOLENT TRUST

Pembroke House

The Trust's care and nursing home was built as an orphanage in
the 1920’s and was taken into use by the RNBT as a men-only
residential home in 1952. It changed little from then until the
turn of the millennium when it was extended and modernised to
become the fine care home it is today. This year the Home has
continued to operate very successfully with high levels of
occupancy. Standards have been consistently met and in many
cases exceeded as noted in the regular inspections by the
Commission for Social Care Inspection (now superseded by the
Care Quality Commission). The Home continues to warrant its
‘Excellence’ rating and is considered to be one of the finest care
and nursing homes in the country.

The Home enjoyed a visit from the Trust's Patron, His Royal
Highness the Prince of Wales in June that was a huge hit with the
residents, staff and volunteers alike. His Royal Highness spoke
warmly of the work of the Trust in general and the Home in
particular and he left all concerned feeling uplifted and enthused.
HMS Chatham kindly provided a working party the week before
the visit and they not only worked hard to further improve the
Home's material state but they also engaged with the residents and
staff in a very happy and constructive manner.

The People

The Pembroke House community is multi-faceted and includes the
residents and their families, the staff, the Friends of Pembroke House
and many other supporters. They all have an important role to play
in making the Home a unique place with a very special atmosphere.

There is a constant demand for residency at Pembroke House
where respite care is also offered on an opportunity basis. Staffing
levels are set in accordance with the recommendations set by the
Care Quality Commission. The highest standards of negotiated
care are delivered through a combination of strong yet
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compassionate leadership and highly trained and motivated staff.
Good people are recruited and retained by offering pay and
conditions that compare favourably with other high quality homes in
the area. Team training and development is given high priority and
continues to prove effective in providing capable and caring staff.

The Home

Each resident has a good-sized well-furnished room with en-suite
facilities. An extensive range of day and dining rooms and other
communal areas are spread over the Home’s 3 floors. The entrance
hall and reception area is particularly impressive featuring a large
‘compass rose’ inlaid into the wood-effect flooring. The ground floor
also features the main day room complex and bar for the many social,
recreational and educational activities that characterise the Home.

The first floor features two conservatories with balconies overlooking
the extensively landscaped gardens; these are especially popular with
residents unable to venture too far. The floor also has a well-stocked
library. The ‘Bridge’ is the main feature on the top floor and is a
large lounge with a full size snooker table. Fine views are enjoyed
to the North across the River Medway to the Thames Estuary.

The dining rooms were recently refurbished and offer both
convenience and a relaxed mealtime atmosphere with the upper
floor dining rooms linked to the modern kitchen by a lift. The
Nursing (second) floor, including all the communal areas, was
re-carpeted during the year giving a newfound feeling of warmth
and homeliness.

The estate, including the walled garden, attracts a variety of wildlife
and the beautiful gardens are well tended by the gardeners’ ably
assisted by keen residents. The greenhouse is working well and
the provision of two new raised ‘beds’ with wheelchair access
provides the opportunity for additional resident involvement.
These and other improvements to the gardening scene have
helped drive down costs while providing activities for residents
willing and able to get involved - a ‘win’ across the board!

Security
The obsolete analogue CCTV system has been replaced, automatic
fire-door closures have been fitted throughout the Home and

security has been further enhanced with a replacement gate and
higher wall to the eastern boundary.

Activities

A special feature of the Home has always been the range of
outings, functions and activities offered to residents made possible
by the activities co-ordinator, staff and Friends of Pembroke House
working as a team. Highlights have included a garden party at
Buckingham Palace, a Christmas party at St. James’s Palace and
tickets for Wimbledon all arranged by the Not Forgotten Association.

There have been many invitations to social events from branches of
the Royal Naval Association and other organisations. An important
day for the residents was taking part in the remembrance service
and march past at the Cenotaph in November. The first Pembroke
House Garden Party was held in July with a jazz band providing the
musical backdrop with input from HMS RALEIGH ship’s company
and the Herne Bay & Dover Sea Cadet Unit. The Garden Party was
a great success and we were very grateful for the uniformed support.

The Future

A ‘self help’ strategy to improve income has been adopted based
mainly around social activities that include fine dining experiences,
wine and wisdom evenings, race nights, bazaars and the first
(annual) Garden Party. The Home Manager has focused on
involving different community groups to participate in a range of
activities during the year. The inclusive nature of the events helps
widen support for the Home allowing residents to integrate with
the community while providing supporters with a fun and affordable
experience. The Home's greatest supporters in this regard include
the Royal Naval, Royal Marine and Royal Naval Officers Associations,
the Royal Naval Reserve and the Medway Missions to Seamen Trust.

The new activities have been a success and it is intended to continue
and where possible expand these events in the year ahead.

The Home operates a continuous programme of improvement to
maintain and build upon its already high standards and looks forward
to providing much needed care for members of the RNBT Family
into the foreseeable future.

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FINANCE

Our charitable expenditure increased from £4.5 million last year to nearly

£4.6 million in line with an overall increase in all our sources of income; net outgoing
resources of £355,000 for the year were an improvement on last year (£369,000) and
better than budget. The net worth of the Trust at the year’s end was £7.3 million less

than 2007/08 due to continued perturbations in the financial markets.
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Finance

The Trust's charitable expenditure was nearly £4.6 million for
financial year 2008/09, representing a small increase of about 1%
over last year. Grants to individuals were down slightly, but support
for older people rose in the form of annuities and our care home
costs. We received more income from a number of regular
sources, but a withdrawal from the investment portfolio was again
needed to finance net outgoing resources.

The results for the year are shown in the summarised Statement
of Financial Activities (SOFA) on page 17.

Incoming resources
Total incoming resources were £4.63 million, representing a small
increase of c. £50,000 over last year.

The heading ‘Incoming resources from generated funds’ includes
donations, legacies and incoming grants, all of which are listed on
the pages at the end of this Review. The donations, grants and
legacies come from a wide variety of sources with many made in
memory of loved ones and there remains strong support from
many branches of the Royal Naval and Royal Marine Associations.
We receive a share of the income from Royal Navy’s charity
payroll-giving schemes — Sports, Amenities and Benevolence
Scheme (SABS) along with the still extant Voluntary Donations
from Pay (VDP). The income is modest and we hope to see a
marked increase in funding from this source in the future.

Income from legacies was in excess of £600K, an increase of

¢. £250K over last year. Details of legacies are shown on pages 5
and 21. The Trust is extremely grateful to all who remember the
RNBT in their Wills.

Greenwich Hospital remains the very generous principal source of
our incoming grants, contributing a total of over £1 million towards
grants to individuals, annuities and support towards the running
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costs for Pembroke House. We also received £158,000 over
the period of this review from Seafarers UK towards our outgoing
grants for mobility aids and for equipment and maintenance at
Pembroke House.

‘Investment income’ represents dividends from investments and
interest on bank balances. This was marginally higher than last year
although we did once again experience substantial unrealised losses
in the value of our investment portfolio although the losses were
less than the market average.

Under ‘Incoming resources from charitable activities’ we show the
income from our care home, Pembroke House. This is made up
mainly by the care fees paid either by the residents themselves
(privately funded) or by local authorities on whose behalf we are
providing the care. There was also nearly £150,000 in the form
of donations, grants and dividends, most of which went into the
restricted funds that are maintained for the residents’ benefit to
enhance facilities and to help keep the costs to residents as low as
is practicable.

Resources expended

The heading ‘Costs of generating funds’ covers public relations
costs and investment management fees; this shows all expenditure
incurred in raising our income.

The RNBT's main expenditure heading is ‘Charitable activities’ and
these are covered in detail in other sections of the Review. The
figures include staff and support costs incurred in running the main
functions of grant giving and care home management. There was
a small increase of about 1% with outgoing grants slightly down
but a small increase in the cost of supporting older beneficiaries in
the form of annuities whilst the cost of running Pembroke House
increased by just under 5%. This increase in Pembroke House
outgoings reflects the annual cost of living adjustment to salaries
along with increases in utility and residents’ supplies costs.

Grants to individuals decreased slightly in number, as did the total
cost of making grants. A total of 1,305 annuities continued to be
paid at £624 per annum.

The third heading of expenditure, ‘Governance costs’ incorporates
the costs of trustee’s meetings, allied administrative costs and the
audit fees.

Net position, Investment Portfolio

and Total Funds

The net outgoing resources of £335,000 was less than in the
previous year, but had to be financed from our ‘liquid’ (cash)
resources. The value of our investments held at the year-end
had fallen by almost £7.2 million, reducing the portfolio value to
£21.4 million. We depend on the portfolio to generate income
and also to cover some capital expenditure and particularly in
recent years, to cover net outgoing resources.

At the financial year-end the RNBT's total funds amounted to
£25.1 million.
